The seminar aims to promote dialogue to exchange experiences, knowledge and 
understanding of the poor, and the eradication of poverty in Thai society.   

Representatives of the poor, communities, youth, academics, government officials, 
activists from NGOs and journalists will participate in the discussion which will 
be conducted in Thai.
